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Native plants provide essential 
wildlife food in the form of fruit, 
nectar, and insects.
Consider designating part of 
your yard for native plants that 
“volunteer” and supplement the 
area with native plants.
Non-native plants do not 
support the same variety of birds 
and other wildlife as native wild-
flowers and grasses.
Even a small backyard native 
garden will help sustain wildlife 
on the Bolivar Peninsula.
